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ENGINE REQUIREMENTS - GENERAL

Please Note: CNS Track Officials have the option to tear down any vehicle at anytime.

ENGINE/LOCATION: Minimum 311 C.I. to 365 C.I Max. No titanium, carbon fiber, aluminum, or
stainless steel connecting rods allowed. A 3 inch plug must be installed in the oil pan for inspection, that
access hole must be inline with a connecting rod journal. All engines must be located so the center of the
forward-most spark plug hole of the engine is 2 inches rearward of the center line of the upper ball joint.
Ford & Chrysler engines are allowed a 3 inch setback. All engines must be centered in the frame, within a

maximum of 1 inch offset for header clearance. Crankshaft height is 10 inches minimum.

CARBURETOR: A minimum of 2 throttle return springs are required and must be mounted from separate
locations. Maximum gasket thickness is .065”. No tubes, funnels or anything which may control the flow
of air is allowed inside of the air cleaner or between the air cleaner and the carburetor. No forced air
devices are allowed. A fresh air deflector will be permitted (if not utilizing a cold air system) from the
center of the leading edge of the windshield directly under the cowl air opening in the hood. The deflector
will measure a maximum of 2 inches down and 2 inches forward by 20 inches wide and have square
bends with no radius. The top and bottom of the air filter housing must be solid and must be the same
diameter. A maximum of a one inch lip will be permitted from the air filter element to the edge of the air
filter housing top and bottom. Air deflector must be attached to the body only. Only one round dry paper
type air filter element is permitted. No treating or soaking air filters. No electric fuel pumps will be
allowed. One carburetor stud and one intake manifold bolt on the right side of the engine must be drilled

so that the engine can be sealed.

Any three ring flat top piston allowed. 9.5-1 Compression Ratio Max. Any size steel
piston pin.

Must be solid magnetic steel connecting rods. 6.250 max length, 5.7 min.
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COOLING SYSTEMS:

1. Only one radiator mounted in front of the engine is permitted.

2. No aluminum water pumps. No electric water pumps.

3. Electric fan permitted.

4. Minimum 2-quart catch can and must be securely mounted.

5. No ethylene, glycol, or similar coolants allowed. Water wetter and Motormax permitted.

6. Only V-belt pulleys are permitted.

CLUTCH/TRANSMISSION:

1. All cars must have stock OEM production passenger car 3 or 4 speed transmission with all
working gears. No racing transmissions allowed. No Super T-10 transmissions allowed.

2. Minimum 10 inch stock steel type clutch assembly only. Hydraulic throw-out bearings are allowed.

3. No turning or drilling of flywheels are allowed, aluminum or special type flywheels permitted.

4. No multiple disc clutches permitted.

5. The minimum weight of the clutch, flywheel, and bolts shall be 30 Ibs.

6. No automatic or racing transmissions allowed, unless pre-approved by CNS Track Officials, due to
extenuating circumstances.

7. Full disc. No aluminum components.

8. No Transmission gear may be closer than 1.23:1 of the final drive ratio of 1:1

REAR-ENDS:

1. No cambered rear-ends allowed.

2. No aluminum center sections or components are allowed. Aluminum lowering blocks and drive plates
are allowed.

3. Welded spider gears or steel spool may be used. No ratcheted or limited slip rear-ends allowed.

4. No gun-drilled or titanium axles allowed.

5. No titanium lower input shafts allowed.

6. No rear sway-bars allowed.

7. Final drive ratio must be between 5:00 and 5:43

DRIVE SHAFTS:

1. No aluminum or carbon fiber drive shafts, yolks, or slip yolks allowed. Must be painted white.

2. Must have a minimum of two 2 inch wide X ¥ inch thick 360-degree brackets placed around the drive
shaft fastened to floor or cross member preventing the shaft from being dislodged & dropping onto
the racing surface. All brackets must be approved by CNS officials.

EXHAUST:

1. Mufflers are mandatory. 2011 Rule - 95 DBA OR LESS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED!

2. Must extend under the car and behind the driver and be securely mounted.

3. Heat shields to cover exhaust system can be no more than 4 inches wide and no longer than the
valve cover.

4. A minimum penalty for any car that is found to be too loud at anytime, by Track Officials, will
automatically start at the back of a A-Main, regardless of qualifying position-

5. No Crossover or 180 Headers Allowed.

HEADERS: There will be a $500 Header Claim rule in the Sportsman Division.

MIRRORS: Rear view mirrors with a maximum width of 26 inches will be permitted. No side-mounted
mirrors are allowed.

RADIOS: Radios will be allowed in the Sportsman Division. See general rules section for details.
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FIREWALL: Must be made of minimum .040 Steel and must be in the stock location and stock width.

FRAME CLEARANCE: A minimum ground clearance of 5 inches must be maintained on any part of the

ROCKERS:

SUSPENSION - FRONT (Only one shock per wheel):

1. A factory stock production front stub must be used. Any alteration of pickup points will disqualify car
from competition.

2. Any stock production lower “A” frames are permitted. No modifications or alterations of lower A
frames except for after market bushings (bushings only) and sway bar mounts.

3. Front coil spring must be mounted in the stock original position. Ball joint mounts may be altered to

permit the use of a larger ball joint, but may not relocate the ball joint.

No modifications or alterations of spindles except for reaming the ball joint hole.

Any OEM steel spindles only. Spindles may be interchanged within manufacturer’s line.

Steering linkage must remain factory stock. Only stock components will be permitted.

Front end components must remain stock and in stock location.

After-market steel upper control arms are permitted. Aluminum cross shafts are permitted. Stock,

non-adjustable ball joints with OEM specifications must be used; upper control arm mounts may be

changed. Rebuildable ball joints are permitted provided that they must be removed from the car to

rebuild them.

8. Spring and coil mounts must be made of steel and can be fabricated. Location optional.

9. No coil eliminators (sliders) allowed.

BRAKE SYSTEM:
1. Working calipers or drums on all four wheels is required.
2. OEM brake parts only. No carbon fiber. No aluminum calipers. No aluminum components.
3. Rotors cannot be lightened or drilled, and must maintain a minimum thickness of .60 inches. No
solid rotors allowed.
4. Racing type brake pedals and master cylinders permitted
5. Brake bias adjuster or valves are permitted.

Shaft type rockers are allowed with a maximum ratio of 1.6. .650 max lift at
valve with .030 maximum lash.

All part and casting numbers must remain on Intake, Heads, and Block. No machining,
grinding, drilling, or polishing allowed.

NO added air
directional devices will be allowed inside the plenum of the intake manifold. Pop off valve
on the intake valley floor is permitted.

No other modifications of any kind are allowed.

Use of any substance that may change or alter the shape or size
of the ports or combustion chamber is not allowed. A maximum valve size of 2,083 for the
intake and 1.603 for the exhaust will be allowed for all spec heads. Titanium intake valves
are optional. Valve angles are to remain as manufactured. The original seat center locations
as provided by the head manufacturer may not be altered. Seat rings must be stock for the
head being used. No tapering or reshaping of valve guides will be allowed. No grinding in
the port or on the seat. Valve job must be concentric with valve guide. No grinding or
machining of aluminum below the seat. A .125 cut is permissible above the outer edge of
valve seat. Valve spring seat may be machined to a 1.590 diameter maximum. Cylinder
heads may not be angle milled. Minimum valve stem diameter is 11/32 inch. Undercut
valve stems are allowed. Spec head serial numbers must remain on the head and may not
be defaced or altered. No welding modifications are allowed to the original head castings.

365 C.I. MAX. All repairs (Warranty and non Warranty), must be approved by CNS Management, prior
to work being done.
GENERAL LATE MODEL REQUIREMENTS

IGNITION/COOLING SYSTEMS: Only a point type, single or dual, or electronic system is permitted. All
ignition systems are subject to approval by CNS officials. Ignition amplifier boxes and RPM limiters that
are analog only which do not contain programmable, computerized, or memory circuits will be permitted
and will be limited to 8000 RPM. (Subject to change at CNS official’'s discretion). No magnetos or
computerized systems are allowed. The distributor must mount in the stock location and maintain the
same firing order as a factory produced engine for the make and model engine being used. No crank
trigger ignition systems allowed. No adjustable timing controls allowed. No ignition system equipment or
wiring may be located in the driver's side door area. All ignition system equipment must be securely
mounted, with an unobstructed view, and to the driver’s right. All wires from ignition amplifier box to
distributor must be visible with no open connections. Each car may have optional backup ignition system
components. The backup ignition system components must be disconnected from the primary system
components using primary / backup switch(s). The ignition systems must consist of an ignition amplifier
box, coil, distributor pickup and optional rev limiter (internal / external). RPM limiting devices must be
approved by CNS officials and be attached and wired to the ignition amplifier boxes in a visible manner.
The radiator must be located in front of the engine and must have a minimum 1 quart catch can securely
mounted. No ethylene glycol or similar coolants allowed. Water wetter and Motormax are permitted.

EXHAUST: Mufflers are mandatory.

2011 rules: 95 DBA OR LESS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED! Collector type headers must extend
under the car and behind the driver and be securely mounted. Heat shields to cover exhaust system can be
no more than 4 inches wide and no longer than the valve covers. The minimum penalty for any car found
to be too loud at anytime by Track Officials will automatically start at the back of a “A” Main, regardless of
qualifying position.

MIRRORS: Rear view mirror with a maximum width of 26 inches will be permitted. No side-mounted
mirrors are allowed.

RADIOS: Two way voice communication radios, independent of car’s electrical system will be
required in the Late Model division. Only one radio will be allowed in the car. An area will be
reserved in the Pit grandstand for one Late Model crew chief or crew member with radio
communications to his/her driver during all practice and racing events. If no spotter is checked in
with the CNS official in the spotter’s area, that car will be black flagged until such time as a spotter
is available.

CAR BODY REQUIREMENTS:

The Sportsman Division is open to strictly American made cars manufactured after 1955. Camaro - Firebird
bodied cars up to 1992 are allowed. Fiberglass bodies are allowed. Plastic front fenders and rear quarter
panels are allowed. Any other make or model up to 2008 permitted. High down-force bodies and/or parts
will not be permitted. Carbon Fiber parts of any type are not allowed. No mixing or matching of body parts.
Body must remain stock appearing and mounted to the manufacturer’s specification using the 5 inch ride to
add an inch to the specified appropriate height dimensions. No chopping or channeling is allowed on any
part of the body. No convertibles, four wheel drive trucks, or station wagons allowed. The driver and
passenger side doors may have inner panels removed for roll bar clearance only. All forced air openings
must be used for radiator or brake cooling only. A metal firewall must separate the driver from the trunk
area. Inner front fender wells may be removed on non-unibodied cars. Front and rear stubs may be tied
together. Fenders and quarters may be trimmed at the wheel opening for tire clearance, a maximum 4
inches from tire, rolled with no sharp edges. Fiberglass hood and fenders are permitted - No one piece
front ends allowed. Single side kick-off bars flush with the body are optional. Doors must be welded, bolted,
or riveted shut at all times. No external nerf bars of any type allowed. Lexan rub rails allowed between front
and rear tires only, no sharp edges. Reinforcement behind stock bumpers is permitted, if properly welded to the
frame. Bumpers must be at stock height. No hand made nose pieces allowed. Aftermarket noses cannot be
wider than stock. Altering the body and roof lines is not allowed. No fabricated nerf bars are allowed on the
front or rear bumpers. A minimum of .040 steel must be used for the front firewall if original firewall is
removed and must cover the entire width and height of the area between the fenders. Rear clip may be
fabricated - No under-slung chassis. Fabricated rear clips must use a minimum of 2" x 3" steel tubing with
.095” wall. All unnecessary holes in floor pan or firewalls must be covered with metal. Stock grills may be
exchanged with steel or aluminum mesh. All upholstery and glass must be removed including head lights,
tail lights, chrome trim, and anything else that could come loose and become hazardous. Original
dashboards are optional, if removed, all sharp edges must be rounded off. Original seat must be removed
and replaced with an aluminum racing seat, properly fastened to the roll cage. No functional hood scoops or
air cleaners that stick out of the hood are allowed. Raised hoods are allowed. All hoods must seal against
the windshield. Hoods and deck-lids must be properly fastened with quick release pins. No side or vent
windows are allowed. No interior spoilers, wings, skirting behind the rear tires or wind deflectors are
allowed. Side skirting and front nose requires a minimum of 5 inches of ground clearance with driver in the
car. Front and rear windows are recommended. Windshield must remain at factory angle with a minimum
of three appropriate braces. No colored/tinted lexan, decals, or graphics allowed on front or rear windshield
area. Driver side window nets are required. Floorboards must be flat and made of .040 steel minimum.

WEIGHT RULES WITH DRIVER BEFORE RACE:

1. Up to 365 Maximum C.I.D. 3200 Ibs. Minimum

2. Over 365 Minimum C.I.D. 3500 Ibs. Minimum (small blocks only)
3. Crate Engine 3250 Ibs. Minimum

4. The maximum left side weight shall be 56% of total weight.

No operator controlled, computer controlled or automatic weight transfer, weight shifting, or weight
altering devices or techniques will be allowed. No engine or chassis adjustments allowed from the
driver's compartment. (Compartment is defined as anything the driver can touch while seated in the
driving position).

SPOILER: A rear spoiler, non-adjustable by driver, may be attached to the rear deck-lid, not to
exceed 5 inches in height and 60 inches in length. Must be 1/8 inch metal or % inch Lexan and
control the flow of air over one surface only. No rudders or forward mounting brackets allowed.
Spoiler must be 70 degrees + or -5 degrees.

TREAD-WIDTH: 78 inches maximum, measured from the outermost part of the tire, at spindle height,
zero tow in, front and rear. Must fit CNS gauges as presented for inspection - No tolerance.
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FUEL SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS: Racing fuel only is permitted and must be purchased from CNS directly.
Racing fuel shall not be blended with any other gasoline or any additives, nitro compounds, or other
oxygen containing compounds. It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that fuels are not mixed by
using previously used containers. Icing or cooling of fuel system will not be permitted in the pit or racing
areas. Pressure systems will not be permitted. Any concealed pressure type containers, feed lines, or
actuating mechanisms will not be permitted, even if inoperable. Icing, Freon type chemicals or refrigerant
may not be used in or near the fuel system. Only 1 gasoline filter may be used between the fuel cell and
the fuel pump. The location and size of the filter must be acceptable to CNS officials. Racing fuel cells are
required with a maximum 22 gallon capacity, encased in a container of not less than 22 gauge steel and
mounted in center of rear frame rails and must be secured with steel straps, not less than 2 lengthwise
and 2 crosswise. Straps must be made of 1 inch X 1 inch square tubing bolted to frame rails. Fuel cell
container must be supported by 3 straps minimum, of 1 inch square tubing, secured to frame and equal
distance from each end. Fuel cell height 9-inches minimum measured from bottom of cell to ground. All
fuel lines must be steel braided line or if not, enclosed in pipe or conduit. A fuel cell protector bar must be
installed at rear of the fuel cell, 1%z inch in diameter, by a minimum of .090 inch thick. Protector bar must
be attached to frame rails and extend down and across the bottom of the fuel cell at the rear of the frame
kick ups. No glass or plastic fuel filters allowed. Fuel cells must have a flapper or check valve in the vent
tube. A reinforcement plate of not less than 1/8 inch magnetic steel must be installed behind the fuel cell.
Plate must be welded to cage and must extend the entire width and height of the fuel cell.

OUT-OF-TOWN TRUCKS: CNS invites all Out of Town competitors. Because of differing levels of
competition, CNS reserves the right to adjust truck weight on an individual basis.
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DRIVE TRAIN REQUIREMENTS

CLUTCHES & TRANSMISSIONS: All clutch assemblies must meet the following requirements and are
subject to CNS approval. High-speed multiple disc clutches are permitted. No light alloy assemblies are
allowed. Clutch must be mounted inside of the bell housing. Clutch & Flywheel must attach to crankshaft in
a conventional manner and rotate with crankshaft at all times. No carbon or carbon fiber clutches.
Standard production transmissions which are cataloged and available through regular dealer channels may
be interchanged. One forward and reverse gear must be in working order. Two-speed, three- speed, and
four-speed transmissions are permitted. No automatic or quick-change transmissions are allowed, unless
pre-approved by CNS track officials due to extenuating circumstances. No direct drive assemblies of any
kind are allowed. Clutch must be a minimum of 5-1/2 inches in diameter. Two bolts on the side or top
cover must be drilled so that the transmission can be sealed. No transmission gear may be closer than
1.23:1 of the mandatory final drive ratio of 1:1

DRIVE SHAFTS: No carbon fiber drive shafts, yolks or slip yolks allowed. Driveshaft must be painted
white and have a minimum of two, 2 inch wide X % inch thick 360 degree brackets placed around the
drive shaft and fastened to the floor or cross member preventing the shaft from being dislodged and
dropping onto the racing surface.

REAR-ENDS: No open tube or independent suspension rear-ends are allowed. No cambered rear-ends
are allowed. No titanium axles or lower input shafts are allowed. No rear sway-bars are allowed. To
compete in any CNS sanctioned event, final drive ratio must be between 5:00 & 5:89. No deviations are
allowed. Two bolts on the differential cover must be drilled so that it can be sealed.

WHEELS / TIRES: 10 inch steel, approved racing wheels are mandatory. Mandatory tire will be
determined by track. Left side tires to be F40 and right side tires to be F50. All tires must be purchased
at CNS and will be marked. If a driver is found to be using tires that have not been marked, they will
automatically be disqualified for the evening with a minimum loss of points and prize money. Tire
treatment of any kind will not be allowed on CNS property. No wheel weights are allowed.

FUEL SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

FUEL CELL: Only racing fuel will be permitted and must be purchased from CNS directly. Fuel shall not
be blended with any other gasoline or any additives, nitro compounds, or other oxygen containing
compounds. It is the competitor's responsibility to ensure that fuels are not mixed in previously used
containers. Icing or cooling of fuel systems will not be permitted in the pit or racing areas. Pressure
systems will not be permitted. Any concealed pressure type containers, feed lines, or actuating
mechanisms will not be permitted, even if inoperable. Icing, Freon type chemicals, or refrigerants may
not be used in or near the fuel system. Only 1 gasoline filter may be used between the fuel cell and the
fuel pump. The location and size of the filter must be acceptable to CNS Officials. The use of a fuel cell is
required and must be isolated from the driver by a fire-wall. The fuel cell shall have a positive locking cap
or approved dry break and must be vented out at the upper left rear corner of the left rear quarter panel
with a flapper or check valve in the vent tube. Fuel cell must be enclosed in an approved metal container.
Fuel cell must be fitted within the container so that the maximum capacity, including filler spout and
overflow does not exceed 22 gallons. It is suggested that fuel cell dimensions be 33 X 17 X 9 inches.

Fuel cell and container must be installed as far forward as possible in trunk compartment with an equal
distance between frame rails. Fuel cell and container must be installed in recessed well, and must be
secured with steel straps not less than two lengthwise and two crosswise. Straps must be made of 1” X 1”
square tubing bolted to frame rails. Fuel cell container must be supported by 3 straps minimum, of 1 inch
square tubing, secured to frame an equal distance from each end. All fuel lines must be steel braided line
or enclosed in pipe or conduit. Fuel cell height is 9 inches minimum measured from cell to ground. No
glass or plastic fuel filters are allowed. A reinforcement plate of not less than 1/8 inch magnetic steel
must be installed behind the fuel cell. The plate must be welded to cage and must extend the entire width
and height of the fuel cell.

OUT-OF-TOWN CARS: CNS invites all Out of Town competitors. Because of differing levels of competition
and components, CNS reserves the right to adjust car weight, rear end gear or weight percentages on an
individual competitive basis.

OUTSIDE SANCTIONING BODIES: Anytime an outside sanctioning body is promoting a race at
CNS, all CNS cars/trucks will be required to run under that sanctioning body's rules.

CAR BODY REQUIREMENTS:

Open to 1970 or newer American made compact cars only. Cars must use a steel or fiberglass, full size,
stock appearing roof. Front and rear Lexan windshields are recommended. No colored/tinted Lexan,
decals, or graphics allowed on front or rear windshield areas. No side windows or “slab” bodies allowed.
All forced air openings must be used for radiator or brake cooling only. All body parts should be
recognizable as factory production vehicles. Hand made body parts may be constructed of steel,
aluminum, or fiberglass. No wings or any other ground effects are allowed anywhere outside or inside of
the car. Engine compartment will remain open, No side panels are allowed. Hood sides may have a
maximum 4 inch drop and a maximum of a 3 inch rake and be sealed off from the driver's compartment.
Body is not to extend farther forward than back of engine block. Driver and passenger side windows must
have at least 12 inch vertical opening. All cars must be equipped with approved side rail bars and scrub
rails. Side kick-offs must extend to the outside of the rear tires one inch and taper inward to the body
toward the front of the car. Front bumper must be made of 2 pieces of 1-3/4 inch max tubing, 4 to 6
inches apart, with 2 vertical connectors, mounted to front frame rails at spindle height. Front Bumper can
be no wider than the front frame rails. Rear bumper must not extend beyond the width of the rear tires.
No sharp edges, may be constructed of tubing or flat stock. Center of bumpers, front and rear, must be
18 inches (plus or minus 2 inches) from the ground. The rear bumper can be no more than 4 inches
wider than body.

WEIGHT RULES WITH DRIVER BEFORE RACE:

2500 Ibs. minimum. 58% maximum left side weight. No operator controlled, computer controlled or
automatic weight transfer, weight shifting or weight altering devices or techniques will be allowed. (Weight
rules subject to change per level of competition at CNS Officials Discretion)

No engine, chassis, or shock adjustments allowed from the driver’s compartment. (Compartment is
defined as anything the driver can touch while seated in the driving position).

SPOILER: A rear spoiler, non-adjustable by the driver may be attached to the rear deck-lid. The spoiler
may not to exceed 5 inches in height and 66 inches in length, or the width between and including the
quarter panels. It must be 1/8 inch metal or % inch Lexan and control the flow of air over one surface
only. A maximum of three 1-inch wide supports may be installed on the rear spoiler. No rudders or forward
mounting brackets allowed. Spoiler must be 70 degrees + or -5 degrees.

FRAME/FRAME CLEARANCE: 1970 or newer, American made, passenger car frames only. Frame may
be cut in rear only at a point not further than 36 inches from center of rear-end housing. Frame may not
be widened or narrowed, must be full and complete on both sides. Front cross member may be notched
for radiator clearance only. All cars must have a steel roll cage consisting of continuous hoop not less
than 1-3/4 inch outside diameter and must have a wall thickness of at least .095. Frame must be
mounted in at least six places with proper bracing to protect the driver. Roll bar padding is recommended.
Earnhardt bar is recommended a vertical support down tube from upper halo to cage to add support to
upper halo. Four or more side bars are recommended and must be as parallel with the ground as possible
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The parts list engine was designed as a NO TOUCH Engine.
This means that under the rules for this engine these parts cannot be modified for any reason. No
grinding, cutting, polishing or lightening for_any reason. The Compression must not be greater than 9.5-1.
Tall Valve covers, stud girdles and external oil coolers will be allowed on all makes of engine.

EXHAUST: Mufflers are mandatory. 2011 Rules - 95 DBA OR LESS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED!
Exhaust must extend under the truck and behind driver. Heat shields to cover exhaust system can be No
more than 4 inches wide and No longer than the valve covers. A minimum penalty for any truck found to
be too loud at anytime by Track Officials will automatically start at the back of a “A” Main, regardless of
qualifying position. No exceptions!

MIRRORS: Rear view mirror with a maximum width of 26 inches will be permitted. No side-mounted
mirrors are allowed.

DRIVE TRAIN REQUIREMENTS
CLUTCH/TRANSMISSIONS: Clutch size (5-1/2 inch minimum). If OEM clutch and pressure plate is used,
you must have a CNS approved scatter-shield. Only OEM standard transmissions permitted. Clutch &
Flywheel must attach to crankshaft in conventional manner and rotate with crankshaft at all times. Jerico
factory 2 speed transmissions allowed. No aluminum or light alloy clutch assemblies are allowed. No
carbon clutches or carbon fiber clutches, brakes, or rotors allowed. No Transmission gear may be closer
than 1.23:1 of the final drive ratio of 1:1

DRIVE SHAFTS: No aluminum or carbon fiber drive shafts, yolks, or slip yolks allowed. Drive Shafts
must be painted white. Must have a minimum of two 2 inch wide X % inch thick 360 degree brackets
placed around the drive shaft and fastened to floor or cross member preventing the shaft from being
dislodged and dropping onto the racing surface.

REAR-ENDS: Quick change or 9 inch Ford permitted. (Spools Only) No aluminum tubes allowed with
Quick Change rear-ends. No cambered rear- ends, gun drilled, or Titanium axles or lower input shafts are
allowed. No independent rear suspension allowed. No rear sway bars allowed. To compete at a CNS
Sanctioned event, final drive ratio must be between 5:00 and 5:50.

WHEELS/TIRES: 10 inch steel approved racing wheels are mandatory. Mandatory tire will be 10"
Hoosier F40 on the left and F50 on the right. All tires must be purchased at CNS, and will be marked. If a
driver is found to be using tires that have not been marked, they will automatically be disqualified for the
evening with a minimum loss of points and prize money. Possession of tire treatment of any kind on CNS
property is strictly prohibited.

BRAKE SYSTEM: Working calipers or drums on all four wheels is required. OEM type brake parts only. No
carbon fiber. No aluminum calipers. No aluminum components. Rotors cannot be lightened or drilled, and
must maintain a minimum thickness of .60 inches. No solid-type rotors allowed. Racing type brake pedals
and master cylinders permitted. Brake bias adjustments or adjuster valves are permitted.

ENGINE REQUIREMENTS

CNS uses an open Engine Rule - If aluminum heads are utilized a weight penalty of 25 Ibs that is placed
forward of the flywheel will be enforced (The heads on the CNS parts list motor will be grandfathered in

CARBURETOR: CNS uses an open carburetor rule. A minimum of two throttle return springs positioned

from separate locations is mandatory. Refer to general rules for air filter requirement.

IGNITION/COOLING SYSTEMS: Only a point type, single or dual, or electronic system is permitted. All
ignition systems are subject to approval by CNS officials. No magnetos or computerized systems are
allowed.

All wires from MSD to distributor must be visible with NO open
connections.

COOLING SYSTEMS: Cooling system may be modified. Radiator and oil coolers must not protrude
above interior. Minimum 2-quart catch can, must be securely mounted. No ethylene glycol or similar
coolants are allowed. All engines must start under their own power. Water wetter and Motormax
permitted.

Any concealed pressure type
containers, feed lines, or actuating mechanisms will not be permitted, even if inoperable. Icing, Freon
type chemicals, or refrigerants may not be used in or near the fuel system. Only 1 gasoline filter may be
used between the fuel cell and the fuel pump. The location and size of the filter must be acceptable to
CNS officials. No nitrous oxide or additives of any kind allowed. The use of a racing fuel cell is required,
and must be mounted by at least two steel straps 2 inches wide around the cell. Fuel cells must be
enclosed in metal container, and must also be protected in rear with roll-cage tubing and securely
mounted behind the rear-end. Fuel cell height 9 inches minimum measured to bottom of cell from ground.
No part of fuel cell should be lower than protective tubing. Fuel cells must be vented out upper left rear
corner with a flapper or check valve in the vent tube. No glass or plastic fuel filters are allowed. A
reinforcement plate of not less than 1/8 inch magnetic steel must be installed behind the fuel cell. Plate
must be welded to cage and must extend the entire width and height of the fuel cell.

Internal paint, polishing, porting, and relieving, or any other internal modifications are not permitted. The
cylinder head ports may be (C.C.'d) volume tested to insure no unauthorized tampering is being done.
CNS reserves the right to impound one head for inspection by outside independent sources. If legal, head
will be available no later than the following Wednesday at 12:00 noon.

ENGINE OPTION 2: Crate Motor

Engines must be sealed by the manufacturer and must remain in the “as shipped” condition. The Track
Officials reserve the right to confiscate, impound and/or replace any competitor’s engine at any time.
Competitor’s refusing confiscation, impounding and/or replacement, will be disqualified from the event,
and all future events until engine issue has been resolved. Disqualification includes forfeiture of all
monies, points and contingencies earned for that event. Teams may be subjected to additional fines,
penalties and or point’s loss, based on inspection of the engine. Teams fined or penalized for engine
infractions are not eligible for competition until all fines and/or penalties have been fulfilled or paid.

A. No aftermarket engine dampers are permitted

B. Oil coolers are recommended

C. Use of (or installation of) an open or closed loop vacuum system, to evacuate air from the engine is a
speed enhancing alteration and will subject the team(s) to all penalties as described in Engine
Option1 Sealed Component Violation

D. Melonized (hardened) distributor gear must be used on distributor to prevent engine damage.

E. Requires an externally balanced flywheel

TRUCK BODY REQUIREMENTS

Only Chevrolet C-10, GMC 1500, Ford F-150, Dodge Ram and Toyota Tundra bodies are allowed. When a
Toyota body is used, any approved CNS Truck engine may be utilized. Extended cab bodies are allowed.
CNS approved body is 1995 and newer. All trucks must run stock-appearing bodies. No mixing or
matching of body panels or components will be allowed. Bodies must remain as manufactured. All trucks
must have complete bodies, hood, fenders, bumpers, and grills in top quality condition. Fenders &
quarter- panels must not extend out past the tire side-wall (+ or - 2 inches) at spindle height. Fenders
and quarter panels must not be cut or altered except for appropriate wheel or tire clearance. When cutting
the fenders or quarter panels for tire clearance, the original tire-opening contours must be followed. The
outer edge of the lower air dam must not extend beyond the outer edge of the front tires. Contour of
fenders and quarter panels to remain normal above and below spindle height with no bending or bowing.
Front fenders must be stock appearing (i.e.: curved down over the wheel well). No aluminum or flat-cut
style fenders of any kind allowed. All grill openings must be completely screened. All forced air openings
must be used for radiator or brake cooling only. Driver compartment and foot locker must be made of
steel and extend behind driver. Right side floorboard may be raised 14 inches above frame for exhaust
clearance. Rear fire-wall must be steel or aluminum and seal the driver's compartment completely. Seat
must be aluminum and located a minimum of 8 inches from left side door-bars to left side of seat or a
minimum of 16 inches from left side door-bars to center of seat. All bodies must be installed on frame in
approved manner. All trucks must conform to CNS templates and gauges. No hood scoops are allowed.
Hood must seal against the windshield. A minimum of 1 inch between the windshield and a 2-1/2 inch X
20 inch opening will be permitted in the hood. Rear bed must be fully covered with fiberglass or metal to
the top of the bed rails with no holes or vents. Bed cover may be hinged, but securely fastened. Full width
bumper bars front and rear inside of bumper covers. Recommended tubing size is 1-1/2 inches.
Windshield must be stock angle for body used. No side windows are allowed. A single wing window may
be utilized to support a duct for driver cooling but, must not exceed 8 inches. Must have front and rear
windshields and be a minimum of 1/8 inch Lexan. No colored/tinted Lexan, decals, or graphics allowed on
front or rear windshield areas. Body line from cab to box must match body line on box. No more than 2
inch difference in height from front to back. Headlight and tail light openings must be a decal or painted.
Overall cab height is 56 inches minimum measured 10 inches from top of center of windshield. Body side
panels minimum 4 inch ground clearance. No side spoilers are allowed.
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WEIGHT RULES WITH DRIVER BEFORE RACE:

2800 Ibs. minimum, 56% maximum left-side. No operator controlled, computer controlled or automatic
weight transfer, weight shifting, or weight altering devices or techniques will be allowed. No engine,
chassis, or shock adjustments allowed from the driver’s compartment. (Compartment is defined as
anything the driver can touch while seated in the driving position).

SPOILER: A rear spoiler, non-adjustable by driver, is allowed with a maximum 67 inches X 6 inches
with a maximum 34 inch lip mounted 1 inch forward of rear of the bed. Must be 1/8 inch metal and/or
1/4 inch Lexan, but the top 3.5 inches must be made of clear Lexan. Spoiler must control the flow of air
over one surface only. A minimum of three 1 inch wide supports must be installed in the rear of the
spoiler. Front spoiler minimum of 4 inch ground clearance. No rudders or forward mounting brackets
allowed. Front air dam width no more than 78 inches. Spoiler must be 70 degrees + or -5 degrees.

FRAME/FRAME CLEARANCE: All frame components must be made of steel and welded. Perimeter style
frame with kick outs on both sides are allowed, all rails must be parallel, side rails must be inserted in
standard rocker panels and must be steel box tubing a minimum 2 inches in width and 3 inches in height
and a minimum thickness of .120. The distance when measured from outside of the left frame rail to the
outside frame rail is 56 inches. A minimum of 7 inches and a maximum of 17 inches is permitted from the
side rail kick out measured from the outside front and rear sub-frame to the outside of the side frame rail.
A maximum of 1 inch offset is permitted. Steel roll cage consisting of continuous hoop not less than 1-3/4
inch outside diameter and must have a wall thickness of at least .095. Cage must be mounted to frame in
at least six places with proper bracing to protect the driver. Earnhardt bar recommended, a vertical
support down tube from upper halo to cage to add support to upper halo. Four or more side bars are
mandatory and must be as parallel with the ground as possible and located perpendicular to the driver, so
as to provide maximum protection for the driver. Left-side door and foot locker plates are mandatory. Roll
bar padding is required. Must utilize a full roll cage and be approved by CNS officials If a truck is deemed
to excessively contact the racing surface it will be immediately black flagged with the corresponding finish.

TREAD-WIDTH: All trucks must maintain a maximum allowable tread-width, front and rear, 64"
measured from inside the right tire to the outside of the left tire, zero tow in, at spindle height as
presented for inspection - No tolerance.

WHEEL BASE: 110 inch minimum - both sides - No tolerance.

TOW HOOKS: Mandatory tow hooks must be mounted on front and rear of Trucks.

SUSPENSION: Only three point rear suspension permitted. No spring loaded trailing arms allowed. Coil
over springs and adjustable or non-adjustable shocks permitted. No external shock absorber reservoirs
allowed. Only one shock per wheel. Upper and lower control arms must be steel. Aluminum cross shafts
permitted. Aluminum hubs and rack and pinion steering permitted. Power steering permitted, pump
must be mounted in engine compartment. No floater type brakes allowed. Brakes must be operational
on all four wheels.

ENGINE REQUIREMENTS
CRANKSHAFT HEIGHT: All Engines must maintain a minimum of 11 inches measured at center of
crankshaft to ground, as presented for inspection.

ENGINE OPTION 1: Minimum 311 C.I./Maximum 365 C.I. American made V-8 steel or cast iron engine will be
permitted. No V-6's allowed. Only standard steel production design crankshafts are permitted. No altering of
crankshaft for stroke allowed and No knife edging of crankshaft allowed. Minimum weight will be 48 Ibs. for all
engines. No inertia balancing. No roller cam bearings allowed. No titanium, aluminum or stainless steel
connecting rods allowed. Connecting rods must be stock length for engine being used (except Ford only: 9.2
block deck height, 5.780" connecting rod only: 9.5 deck height, 6 inch connecting rod only). No gear or belt
drive systems allowed. Only flat tappet, magnetic steel hydraulic or solid lifters are permitted. No roller
tappets, mushroom, or radius valve lifters allowed. Lifters must be original size and in stock location for
engine block being used. Truing and sleeving of lifter bores will be allowed provided care is taken not to
fundamentally move the bore from the manufactured position. No carbon fiber or titanium push rods allowed.
No composite-material valve train components allowed. No rev kits or dry sump systems allowed. No external
vacuum pumps.

Roller rockers permitted, rockers must be independent stud type (except Chrysler). Stud girdles will be
permitted. No dual shaft rockers allowed. No internal or external polishing or lightening of block allowed.
No internal painting. All engines are limited to a maximum compression ratio of 11.0 to 1 on any cylinder.
All V-8 engines must be located so center of the forward-most spark plug hole of the engine is 2 inches
rearward of the centerline of the upper ball joint. Ford and Chrysler engines are allowed a 3 inch setback.
No external oil pumps allowed. All engines must be centered in the frame, with a maximum of 1 inch in
offset. A % inch plug must be installed in the oil pan for inspection, that access hole must be inline with a
connecting rod journal. No belt or gear driven camshaft drives allowed.

IGNITION/COOLING SYSTEMS: Only a point type, single or dual, or electronic system is permitted.
All ignition systems are subject to approval by CNS officials. Ignition amplifier boxes and RPM limiters
that are analog only which do not contain programmable, computerized, or memory circuits will be
permitted and will be limited to 7000 RPM. (Subject to change at CNS official’s discretion). No magnetos
or computerized systems are allowed. The distributor must mount in the stock location and maintain the
same firing order as a factory produced engine for the make and model engine being used. No crank
trigger ignition systems allowed. No adjustable timing controls allowed. No ignition system equipment or
wiring may be located in the driver’s side door area. All ignition system equipment must be securely
mounted, with an unobstructed view, and to the driver’s right. All wires from MSD to distributor must be
visible with no open connections. Cooling system may be modified. Radiator and oil coolers must not
protrude above interior. Minimum 2 quart catch can must be securely mounted. No ethylene glycol or
similar coolants allowed. All engines must start under their own power. Water wetter and Motormax
permitted.

CARBURETOR: One Holly Model #4150 390 cfm (part #6895), 4-bl to CNS and NASCAR specifications.
Holly 390 HP Model # 0-80507-1. No modifications allowed, except for jets, air bleeds, emulsion bleeds,
and power valves, which may be changed for tune-ability. Only 1 gasket allowed. Max thickness .065
Minimum of 2 throttle return springs. Only 1 solid metal spacer a maximum of 1 inch thick, open or 4-
hole only. No tapers, bevels, anti- reversions, or similar machining allowed. Maximum gasket thickness
is .065". No tubes, funnels, or anything which may control the flow of air is allowed inside of the air
cleaner and the carburetor. One carburetor and one intake manifold bolt must be drilled so that the
engine can be sealed. Only one round dry paper type air filter element permitted. No treating or soaking
air filters. No electric fuel pumps allowed. No cool air boxes. Belt driven fuel pumps are not allowed. The
top and bottom of the air filter housing must be solid and must be the same diameter. A maximum of a
one inch lip will be permitted from the air filter element to the edge of the air filter housing top and
bottom. Carburetor air deflector must be attached to the body only.
